(2) Foreclosure Intervention was successful and the action is therefore dismissed without

prejudice, or

(3) Such other Motion as may be necessary.

Failure to submit Motion and Order described in (1) – (3) above within 180 days from the date of the 

filing of this Order shall result in the case being dismissed without prejudice for non-compliance. So 

dismissed, the case shall not be restored, but must be refiled.
